ADMISSION QUALIFICATIONS AND  
APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS 
 

ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS: 

Appointment to the Sanford Radiologic Technology Program is contingent upon submitting 
proper documentation of successful completion of the requirements listed below, prior to the 
July start date of the program. Failure to submit proper documentation will result in forfeiture 
of the $250 acceptance fee. 
 
• Be a high school graduate or equivalent (GED). 
• Take the American College Testing Program (ACT) or College Board SAT examination.  
• Students must have earned an academic degree to be eligible to take the national certifying 

exam administered by the American Registry of Radiologic Technologists (ARRT). Prior to 
beginning the Sanford Radiologic Technology program, students must provide proof that 
they will meet the academic degree criteria by one of the following: 

o Earned an associate degree from an institution accredited by an agency acceptable to 
the ARRT. The degree does not have to be in the radiologic sciences. For more 
information and a list of acceptable agencies, please go to www.arrt.org OR 

o Be enrolled as a radiology major in an affiliated college/university (listed under 
Affiliation Agreements) and completed all university requirements prior to the July 
start date for the Sanford Radiologic Technology program. 

• The following college courses are not required, but they are recommended: 
o Anatomy 
o Medical Terminology 
o Physics 

• Have an accumulative college GPA of 2.5 or above on a 4.0 scale. 
 

HOW TO APPLY 

Applicants must submit the following materials: 
• A completed application form. 
• Official high school transcript or certificate of GED scores. 
• American College Testing Program (ACT) scores. (May be included on the official high school 

transcript.) 
• Official transcripts from all post-secondary schools. 
• Three Sanford Medical Center School of Radiologic Technology reference forms. Each 

reference should complete the form, seal it in an envelope, and sign name over the seal of 
the envelope.

• A $35 non-refundable application processing fee. 
 
A personal interview will be arranged with those applicants who have met all the admission 
requirements. For those applicants who do not meet the requirements, a written explanation 
will be provided.
